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The medieval codex of voynich manuscript, had challenged people for decades.
The language in which it is written, doesn’t show much similarity to the natural
languages and many believe the book is a cipher. Although mystery remains, after a
few observations of different patterns, there is a new path to think about the code

aspects of the writings.
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Introduction

The voynich manuscript is one of the puzzling codices, that obsessed
human minds for decades, and has been called the world’s most mysterious
book. (Beinecke) It is named after Wilfrid Voynich, a Polish book dealer who
purchased itin 1912. The folios are made of calf skin and had been carbon-dated
to the early 15th century (1404-1438). The manuscript is profusely illustrated,
and from these illustrations it appears to be a scientific or medical work from
the middle ages.(Zandbergen, 2019) The largest section of the manuscript,
consists of a hundred and thirteen large detailed colorful drawings of plants and
herbs, with text carefully written around the imagery.(Blumberg, 2016) Other
sections are considered Astronomical, containing zodiac-like illustrations;
Balneological, with drawings of green and blue colored baths; Cosmological,
consisting of circular illustrations; Pharmaceutical, containing drawing of small
containers with plant organs, and Recipes, containing very dense text with

drawings of stars in the margins.(Reddy & Knight, 2011)

The language and script of the book have been unknown for quite long
time. In some ways, Voynichese, the nickname for the writing, acts as a
language. In other ways, it doesn’t. (Pappas, 2018) In the 600 years that the
Voynich manuscript has existed, we know of no one who has been able to read




aword or use it to accomplish anything useful. (Grady, 2017) Some researchers
think the manuscript does contain a message and many assume the book to be
coded. However, if the book is coded, the deciphering is above imaginations
that could keep people from getting results. Some unusual repeats happen in the
writings which can guide to solve the mystery. By developing specific methods,

the book will speak and we would be able to hear its cries for first time.

Methodology

While observing the voynich pages a number of repeating features have
been found. The repeats had been classified into different categories (Appendix
4.) Then the paragraphs of the beginning page were examined using the
alphabetical substitutes from pre practical studies (Appendix 5.) First English
substitutes for text were put into color cells for identifying patterns. Then the
expected omissions of each category was done. At the end, the script was
changed based on phonetics to Farsi and meanings were mined using Persian

dictionaries.

Results

In color cells, comparison between words disturbed by the patterns and
the remaining transcripts, revealed that about fifty-seven percent of the words
would be affected. (Appendix 1.) After the first omissions, a second layer of
patterns appeared which occurred in a lower domain. (Appendix 6.) In total the

alternative rules caused the main changes in all four paragraphs.

The words appeared in sentence structure and produced relevant
meanings. (Appendix 2& 3). And overall content was understandable.
(Appendix 7)




Discussion

After omissions, the meanings were identifiable. But the lack of similar
records may influence the translation. In the other hand, a few observations

supported the hypothesis:

I. The translation brought Pars which is the specific name of Persia. And

most of vocabulary came from Persian language.

Ii. Sea and travels would reason the presence of plant drawings, belonged
to the unknown continent in that era (Tucker & Janick, 2019). Although the time
that Columbus discovered America is after the writing of Voynich,
archeological findings have proved wrong (McGreevy, 2021). Which can rise

the probability that voynich writers could have seen the plants.

iii. The phrase stating navigation by help of constellations in scaled
circles revealed that the human figures in astrological illustrations were a point

of dividing circles. (Figure 1.)

iv. The major part of the voynich contains herbal illustrations, looking

for attars in translation matches with this fact.

Conclusion.

During the survey, it is concluded that the mentioned rules and alphabets

can make meaningful structures. And the patterns are essential for decoding the

writings. Hope that future research, shed more light into the mystery.
